As a community education
center, the ILC is a department of Ad-
ams County School District 14 and was
launched in 1994 providing academic,
recreation and human services for all
ages. The ILC is a self-supporting de-
partment operating from grant funding,
partnerships and volunteers. The ILC’s
programs begin at 6:30 in the morning
and end at 9 pm in the evening! The
ILC employees six full time and over
55 part-time staff members.

Adams County School District 14 has
approximately 6,000 students in seven
elementary, two middle and two high
schools. Programs are offered at the
school sites as well as the center’s
headquarters, located at Kearney Mid-
dle School. Youth programs include
before and after school licensed child
care for elementary students, two'21
Century Community Learning Center
grants for elementary and middle

school year.

The adult education component draws
over 450 community members taking
classes four days a week during the day
and evening hours.

16-20.
